Summer Math Suggestions

Adding and subtracting facts:

· In the midst of any everyday activity, have your child add the number of objects in any 2 groups (ie. number of apples and oranges, number of blue and white shirts)

· Using 2 piles of objects that can be touched and moved, have your child add them together as s/he moves them around (ie, pennies, spoons, buttons, etc.)

· Turn Over Tens – played with a deck of cards. Use only the number cards 1 (A) -9. Lay all cards out on a table, face down. Each player turns over 2 cards. If they add up to 10 the player keeps them. If not, the player has to turn them back over. 

· Tens Go Fish – played with a deck of cards. Use only the number cards 1 (A) -9. Each player receives 5 cards, the rest are in a stack face down. On a player’s turn, s/he asks another player for a card that when added to a card in the hand will make the sum of 10. If the player that is asked does not have it, s/he says “Go Fish”, and the player whose turn it is has to choose the top card from the deck. Object is to get as many pairs that make 10 as possible
· Say the Ten Fact -Using any one-digit number, on a die, or card, the student finishes the fact to make 10. For example, if the card is a  4 say “4 and 6 is 10”
· Double Compare- played with a deck of cards. Use only the number cards 1 (A) – 9. Divide the deck in 2 piles. Each player takes one pile. On a turn, each player turns over 2 cards and adds together. The player with the higher sum takes all 4 cards.

Skip counting:

· Using a 100 chart, color in the numbers you would say if you skip counted by 2. Do the same for 5 and 10.

· Use nickels to count by 5’s.

· Use dimes to count by 10’s.

2-digit addition and subtraction:

· Use story problems like those on the sample pages as a model. Students should use numbers, pictures, or words to show their work. 

· Using only the number cards 1 (A) – 9 from a deck of cards. Turn over 2 cards for a 2-digit number, and another 2 cards for another 2-digit number and add.

· Using only the number cards 1 (A) – 9 from a deck of cards. Turn over 2 cards for a 2-digit number, and another 2 cards for another 2-digit number and subtract the smaller from the larger.

· Ask your child to create his/her own story problems and solve.
